Cross in the RCAE First practising family
medicine in Orangeville, ON, he later
became one of the first ophthalmologists in
Mississauga and chief ophthalmologist at
Mississauga Hospital.

The recipient of not one, but
two Distinguished Flying Crosses with the
RCAE Dr. Kennedy was known as “Hap”
or “Happy” for his characteristic grin.

DR. PETER MCDOUGALL PASSED AWAY
on September |, 2011, from, ironically,
a highly invasive and rapidly progressive
squamous cell carcinoma of the face that
failed to respond to therapy.

Peter grew up in Toronto, and attended
De La Salle College, where he was an ex-
cellent student as well as a stalwart on
their football and hockey teams.

At U of T Medical School he met many
of his lifelong friends, including Bill Finlay-
son, Jim Wilkes and me, as we had shared
the same cadaver in first-year medicine.
He graduated near the top of the class, went
on to train in plastic surgery in the U of T
program and joined the staff of St. Mi-
chael’s Hospital, where he excelled as a
skilled surgeon and teacher with a special
interest in hand surgery.

US. He performed pioneering work on the
metabolism and mechanics of the heart
and developed a new biomaterials concept
to improve the design and performance of
pacemaker leads, artificial heart valves,
heart assist devices, synthetic blood vessels

and stent-grafts.
