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Does practising rural medicine give you: (a) clean air and open
spaces? (b) the chance to know your patients in a more mean-
ingful way? (c) a more relaxed lifestyle?

Or, are you more likely to experience: (a) overwork? (b) lack
of specialist support? (c) Starbucks withdrawal?

Certainly, practising outside of an urban centre can be a
tough sell. Statistics tell us that Canada's doctor shortage is
more acute in under-serviced smaller towns, northern com-
munities and rural areas. We asked two alumni—a veteran
obstetrician/gynecologist in Cobourg and a young family
practitioner in Orillia, Ontario—to weigh in on the country
life. Ve also spoke to a third-year med student who has her

own unique perspective on rural life and medicine. What

they had to say may surprise you.
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““ONE OF THE BEST DECISIONS OF MY LIFE”’

Dr. Michael Green (1971)

Cobourg’s official motto is “Ontario’s feel good town!” And there’s no
doubt that Dr. Michael Green, who has lived in the community of
about 18,000 for almost 30 years, feels good about Cobourg. The 62-
year-old calls his move to the southeastern Ontario town, “One of the
best decisions of my life.” Dr. Green grew up in Toronto, graduating
from the Faculty of Medicine in 1971 and finishing his residency in
obstetrics and gynecology, with further training in ultrasound. Already
concerned about raising young children in downtown Toronto, and
with the closing of Toronto Western’s OBGYN department in which
he was on staff, Dr. Green moved his family to Cobourg, opening his
obstetrical practice in 1982. He is now on staft at Northumberland
Hills Hospital and earlier this year received the Glenn Sawyer Service

Award from the Ontario Medical Association. An active outdoorsman,

Dr. Green loves the Cobourg country life, enjoying windsurfing and
snowboarding with his four adult children and one grandchild.

B What was it like from a work perspective when you moved to Cobourg?
“All the family docs multi-tasked and delivered all babies. There was no
OBGYN, only two visiting Peterborough obstetricians for high-risk
cases and caesareans. For 15 years, I was the only obstetrician.”

W You were alone 24/7 for 365 days a year, responsible for all obstetrical
and surgical cases not handled by family physicians. Wasn't that hard on
you_from a professional and personal perspective?

“It sounds onerous, but the reality was that the family doctors did most
of the ante-natal care, most of the labour and delivery and I would be
called in only if there was a complication, or if the patient didn’t deliv-
er spontaneously. Because I was the only obstetrician, I took my holi-
days when I wanted. If there was a problem and I wasn’t there, then

the patient had to be transferred. But the majority of patients were able
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to stay in Cobourg; the system worked pretty well.

“Apart from holidays and the odd day that I took off, I would be
available or on call, but it really didn’t bother me. I never missed a
Christmas morning or dinner. I never missed a birthday. Overall, it’s
been a wonderful life.”

B Do you think that it's a myth that all small town physicians are more
stressed than their urban counterparts?

“I would say that most of the doctors I work with, work to fulfill
that personal concept of the physician that we want to be. Certainly
for the physicians I know who continue to provide obstetrical care,
that dedication is part of their idea of how a doctor functions. In a
smaller centre, you have a closer and a more longitudinal relation-
ship with your patients—that makes it easier as a physician if you

have the incentive of knowing that family and being able to help

them throughout their lives.”
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W You are a preceptor for students interested in rural medicine. Why?

“I wanted to make sure that students were exposed to smaller com-
munities. It’s easy working in a teaching hospital in Toronto to think
that medicine stops at the 401. We've just started with Queen’s
University this year in training family practice residents in obstetrics.
And we've also been receiving clinical clerks from the University of
Ottawa. The demand for these positions exceeds the supply—they
actually hold a lottery—so this reinforces that it is a positive experience.
Most of the students we’ve had realized that you really can do medi-
cine and have an excellent lifestyle. I think it’s easier than in Toronto,
because all the physicians here are doing the same thing, so you rely on
one another as a team. That makes it a pleasure to go to work.”

W What do you think are the major challenges in practising in a smaller centre?
“Well, I certainly haven’t experienced any nightmarish medical complica-
tions where I lacked support. I felt I was extremely well trained and was
able to cope with the crises I've encountered. One of the things that has
made it easier for me is that one-third of my practice has been ultrasound.
I do general abdominal scanning plus obstetrics, so it gets me involved

with interesting cases and lets me provide a service to other physicians.”

‘““YOU WORK HARD AND HAVE LONG HOURS,

BUT WHAT DOCTOR DOESN’T?”

Dr. Erika Catford (2005)

When we spoke to Dr. Erika Catford at her office in Orillia, Ontario,
it was her first day as incoming director of U of T’s Rural Residency
Program. It’s a new hat for the family practitioner who in the past year
has also taken over the directorship of the teaching practice program
for the two-month mandatory rural rotation for urban family practice
residents. An ’05 meds graduate and an ’07 grad of the Faculty’s Rural
Residency Program, Dr. Catford began her family practice in Orillia
early this year after taking maternity leave with her daughter, now 21

months old. She also specializes in obstetrical work and devortes a sig-
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nificant amount of her time to palliative care in this community of
about 30,000 people.
B Why rural medicine and why Orillia?
“I grew up in the Toronto area. My parents had bought a cottage in
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Orillia and I did an elective there as a third-year med student, and I
loved it. I saw a lifestyle that I could enjoy and a way of practising med-
icine that I hadn’t seen in the city. I guess you could say it was a com-
bination of role modelling and having family tes in the community.”

W For you, what’s the difference between practising in the city and the country?
“First, I think doctors are amazing people, regardless of where they prac-
tise. In a rural setting, patients can see the same doctor in the office,
working in the emergency room, running to the delivery suite or even
making a house call. It’s a complete integration that you wouldn’t see in
a downtown Toronto practice. We also don’t have the same disconnec-
tion between generalists and specialists—if you're assisting with a sur-
gery and you have a question, you ask the surgeon you’re working with
or you make a quick call to that surgeon because you tend to know
him/her well—maybe your kids play hockey with their kids.”

W Are the demands on a physician’s time more onerous in a rural setting?
“I think we’re big enough, with good local resources and a strong group
of family physicians in town, so we can share the workload of caring
for our community. Having said that, we are still understaffed, although
not as badly as some places.”

W Does that put pressure on you personally?

“Over the summer, because of holidays, we didn’t have enough staff at
the hospital for all of our ‘orphan’ patients. We had to resort to a rota-
tion of family doctors, so when your name came up you took that
patient. It doesn’t sound like much, but these are hospitalized patients
without a family doctor. All of this adds to your workload.”

W Advice to residents thinking of practising in a rural setting?

I would say that it’s incredibly rewarding. You do work hard and

have long hours, but what doctor doesn’t? Physicians in general are
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hard-working people. I feel ’'m in a privileged position to be able to
enjoy great relationships with my patients and this kind of lifestyle. It’s

not without sacrifice, but I have an immense satisfaction with my job.”

Jessica Green (2011)

A 2005 study reported in the Canadian Journal of Rural Medicine con-
cluded that rural physicians practising in Ontario were significantly
more likely to have grown up in a rural community. Depending on
your definition of “rural” (and there is little agreement on this), third-
year U of T med student Jessica Green, who grew up in small-town
Cobourg, Ontario, has a good chance of practising in a smaller or more
rural community. Right now, although she’s interested in rural family
medicine as well as obstetrics and general surgery, she isn’t yet ready to
commit to her future practice location, never mind her specialty.
Another possible determinant of Jessica’s future career is the fact that
she is the daughter of Dr. Michael Green (see pg. 4), 71 alumnus and
obstetrician, happily living and working in Cobourg.

W What was it like growing up as the daughter of the town’s only obstetrician?
“My dad was the only OBGYN, but I never really felt that he [or we]
forfeited anything. Growing up, we had equal contributions from both
our parents—and there were four kids and three dogs and lots of activ-
ities going on all the time. Part of the reason I went into medicine, is

that my father really enjoys his work and doesn’t want to retire.”

B Do you think there is a difference between practising medicine in a
smaller town such as Cobourg and practising in a large city such as Toronto?
“When I expressed the idea that I was interested in OBGYN, I had this
huge backlash from some people. They told me the lifestyle was horri-
ble; for example, you have to stay at the hospital when you're on call;
it’s really hard work and it’s a hard residency, they said. And then I look
back at my dad, and I think he has a pretty nice lifestyle. My experi-
ence is limited, but I think that being a general surgeon in a downtown
urban hospital is different than being one in a smaller centre. There are
some lifestyle issues—TI think you might have a more demanding work-
load in a downtown hospital.”

W Among your peers, what do you think are the barriers that prevent them
[from pursuing a future in a smaller or more rural centre?

“Many people in my class have already found a significant other, so
that has to be a consideration. Does the partner want to move to a
smaller town? Also, a number of students I know are interested in
becoming clinician-scientists. Research is becoming an increasingly
popular career choice and that’s obviously much easier to do in a
larger city. There are several family doctors in Cobourg who partic-

ipate in research, but not as principals.”

At the Clinical Skills
Mentorship Club, first year students are
provided with extra teaching sessions and
the opportunity to further develop and
practise these essential clinical skills under
the guidance of upper year medical students.
Last year the Clinical Skills Club held

sessions on the respiratory exam,

abdominal exam, MSK exam, head and
neck exam, pre-cordial exam, and neural
exams. In addition, the group hosted
practice OSCE exams in preparation for
the first year ASCM exams. These teaching
sessions and practise exams were extremely
helpful for their first-year participants:
Darwin Yeung (2012) says, “The clinical
skills sessions gave me the chance to take
histories and perform physical exam
manoeuvres under the guidance of experi-
enced upper-year students who would share
their insights and experiences with me.
After attending these sessions, I felt more
prepared for future patient encounters. As
co-coordinator of the club this year, I hope
to continue this wonderful tradition of
providing medical students with opportunities
to become better clinicians, mentors, and

clinician-educators.”

At the same time, the upper year med stu-
dents gained important future career prepa-
ration from their clinical teaching experiences.
Last year the MAA provided essential fund-
ing to support the activities of the Clinical
Skills Mentorship Club. Thank you MAA!

She’s the real deal in
high-fidelity simulation

Obstetrical anesthesiologist's research aims to
improve patient safety and medical education

WHAT:
High-fidelity simulation research aimed at

increasing patient safety and improving team-
work skills of interdisciplinary medical teams.

WHY:
“I was an anesthesiologist at Mt. Sinai

when the first simulation centre opened at
Sunnybrook in 1994. At the time we were
giving medical students in the specialty

oral exams, which were very subjective,
results often dependent on who the examiner
was. I thought that high-fidelity simulation
would be a useful technique to evaluate

students’ performance.”

CURRENT WORK:
After focusing on the use of simulation in

undergrad and residents’ training, it became
evident to me that our teams weren’t always
functioning at optimal levels. And there are
no tools out there to assess team perform-
ance. We thought that high-fidelity simula-
tion could be that tool, and an excellent way
to bring multidisciplinary teams together.”
“We have been giving obstetrical teams
critical clinical situations—an emergency
OB requiring an immediate caesarian on
a morbidly obese parturient for example—
and we've developed an obstetrical

abdomen allowing the obstetrician to deliver

a baby. We then show the team their
videotaped results and use a standardized
crisis resource management debriefing.
We're specifically looking at non-technical
skills, behavioural skills, leadership, task
management, and hierarchy. We have now
published our tool and are currently finishing
the study to look at its psychometric
properties.”

WHAT’S NEXT:
“One of the things we’ve discovered is that

in a critical event, team members become
so focused on their task, they may not be
aware of the larger situation. We will
appoint a team member to stand back and
give one-minute updates on fetal heart
rate, number of minutes since mother’s
cardiac arrest, for example. The next step
is to take this onto the labour floor and
randomize the teams so that one receives
updates and one doesn’t. Then we'll look
at the outcomes, such as time between a
decision made and delivery of a baby.”

CHALLENGES:
“Health care providers are concerned that

their performance, even in simulation, is
being recorded. They are concerned about
the medical/legal aspects of being filmed
and the need to maintain anonymity.”

LAST WORD:
“There isn’t enough data yet to validate

whether performance in a simulated
environment will be the same as in actual
practice. We believe that it’s true that
simulation education is very helpful.

When we ask participants, ‘Have you
encountered a similar critical event? If so,
did what you learn in the simulation make
a difference, and can you identify what you
did differently?” we've found far and away
that participants said their training has

made a difference.”
